Three Methodist Ministers
Find Matrimony in Millmont

Between 1901 and 1910 numerous weddings took planehe little village of Millmont. Of
the weddings that were solemnized during that ningrear period, at least three of them were
somewhat unique. The three Millmont brides had diret connections to the Lincoln Chapel
Methodist Church west of Laurelton, as did their gimoms. Another interesting aspect of thes
three weddings is the fact that each of the bridemarried a minister of the gospel. Those
|| Methodist ministers were Rev. Dorsey Newton MillerRev. Joseph Erwin Brenneman, and
Rev. John Frederick Andreas. Their brides were AnnéEstella Smith, Caroline Halfpenny
Watson, and Ester Belle Showalter respectively.

The first of these three weddings joined togethan matrimony Anna Estella Smith and Reuv.
Dorsey Newton Miller. Anna Smith, born in 1879, washe daughter of William E. and Han-
nah (Halfpenny) Smith. Dorsey Miller was the son oRev. John A. and Clara (Shunkwiller)
Miller.

William E. Smith and family were longtime membersof the Lincoln Chapel Methodist
Church. Rev. John A. Miller (Dorsey’s father) serve as pastor of that congregation from
1899 until 1901, which perhaps explains how Dorseand Estella became acquainted.

Rev. Dorsey Miller, who was born July 9, 1876, lgan his pastoral work in the Muncy Valley
area of Lycoming County at age 20. He continued hisinisterial calling until entering Dickin-
son College in Carlisle, Pennsylvania in 1899. Cogspondence between Dorsey (while in col-
lege) and Anna (in Millmont) prior to their marriag e was preserved by the Showalter family
when the Smith mansion was razed during the summef 2001. The contents of several of the
courtship letters between Miller and Smith are notonly interesting, but in some cases rather
amusing. A portion of a letter written by Dorsey from his college dorm to his sweetheart in
Millmont dated March 31, 1901 is as follows:
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The reason why | have not cared for any other diit youis because | never felt that | had met
anyone who was willing to make her supreme businigskfe loving me. The reason | love you qo
and love you more and more as | know you bettelbézause | feel the more | become acquaintgd
with you that the more loving and tender you aresée so many girls here are engaged to marfy
but who do not seem to realize what it means orectir think about its seriousness. | only care
for my little Sweetheart. | only think of her andamt to love only her. How | wish just now | was
with that dear little girl and by caresses and logeuld show her just how much her_“HubBy
loves her. | can hardly bear to think of it. Deardo want to see you so much Dolly mine. | have
been wondering about this afternoon like a chickaiith its head cut off. | do not have the joys of
brotherhood with the boys like | once had. | jusawt my little “Wifie” that is all.

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Within eight months of this let-
ter Dorsey and Anna did indeed
become “Hubby” and “Wifie”.

The Smith/Miller wedding took
place on Christmas Day 1901. It
was a memorable event, espe-
cially for the residents of Mill-
mont. More than two hundred
guests from a 50-mile radius
took time out from their own
holiday activities so they could
witness the matrimony of Dor-
sey and Anna. Many of those in
attendance were transported to
the Smith residence via a specid|
train provided by the Lewisburg
and Tyrone Railroad Company.
The train left Montandon at
10:00 a.m. carrying the atten-
dees to their destination at the
Smith residence at Millmont.

The Smith mansion was lo-
cated south of the railroad
tracks, east of 1250 Creek Road.
In order to accommodate the
guests a platform, finished off
with red carpeting, was built for
use by the attendees. The plat-
form, or wooden boardwalk,
was constructed from the rail-
road tracks a distance of approximately 400 feet tthe three-story mansion. William E. Smith, owner 6the Box Factory in
Millmont, had an abundant supply of lumber at his dsposal in order to construct a boardwalk of that éngth. The parents of
the bride greeted the guests as they strolled inthe house. This event was so impressive that lorigne residents recalled the
event decades later. A newspaper account of the asber 25, 1901 wedding is as follows:

A delightful wedding and probably the largest evwzld in Buffalo Valley took place at high noon onhEistmas at the palatial
home of Mr. and Mrs. W. E. Smith, at Millmont, whetheir only daughter Miss Anna Estelle, was unitédmarriage to the Rev
Dorsey Newton Miller, of Mill Hall.

The beautiful and impressive ring service was foemed by Rev. Isaac Heckman, of Lock Haven, assisby Rev. J. E. Brenng
man, pastor of the bride, and Rev. Miller, fathef the groom. Miss Florence Smith, of Norristown, & as maid of honor, and
was handsomely gowned in a delicate shade of bilke $he contracting parties entered the spaciouariors to the music of a
beautiful wedding march composed and rendered by, Mvuis Drumheller, of Harrisburg, and took their g@sition in front of a
bank of evergreen and flowers, where they were madan and wife. The bride’s robe was white silk, ldsomely trimmed. Mr.
L. Wellington Johnson, of Mt. Carmel, was best maamd the bridesmaids were Miss Margaret Aikens,Yafagertown; Miss
Caroline Watson, of Millmont, and Miss Ella Divebf Philadelphia, all of whom were gowned in buff kmwed silk mull. The
ushers were Mr. John E. Beard, of New York; Mr. Eoster Heller, of Hazelton, and Mr. Arch Hoaglanayf Williamsport. After
the ceremony the happy couple were introduced andgratulations were in order. Refreshments of a metegant and substan
tial character were served to over two hundred gises

The bride is a most charming and refined youngliawith rare musical attainments. She is well knowand greatly beloved by
large circle of friends who esteem her for her neblvomanly qualities. She is pre-eminently fitted the position she is to oc-
cupy as a minister’'s wife. Rev. Dorsey Miller igeaduate of Dickinson College, Carlisle, and is tpepular pastor of the M. E.
Church at Mill Hall.

The array of presents the bridal couple receiwgds not only large as to number, but very choicetagjuality and utility, one of
special note was that of the father of the bridg200 in gold. It was a very homelike and sociabledding. Everybody went awa
with the good will of Mr. and Mrs. Smith, at whos®me they had been so charmingly entertained, aeaving their blessing
upon the happy couple who start out in life underch pleasant auspices.

Much credit is due Mr. Keiffer Wolfe, who was ntas of ceremonies. He left nothing undone to makeeeybody comfortable,
and gave special attention to every detail. A spktriain left Montandon for Millmont at a little afer 10 a.m., to accommodate
the guests.

The Miller's began their pastoral work together & man and wife in Mill Hall, Pennsylvania shortly dter their wedding.
From 1904 until 1909 they served at the Methodist urch in Watsontown. Subsequent assignments includeMontoursville,
Lewistown, Harrisburg, Danville and other locations Their longest assignment was at Harrisburg from 220 through 1937.
In 1937 the Miller’'s transferred to the New JerseyConference where they settled in Pitman, New Jersey

Although Rev. Miller never had charge of a congrgation in Union County, there were many occasionshen he, and his
wife, returned to this area to preach and or singBoth were accomplished musicians and soloists. Thejten closed many of
their services with a duet. Dorsey and Anna were thparents of two daughters, Helen L. (Miller) Henryand Doris Jo Ann
(Miller) Hall.

Rev. Dr. Dorsey Newton Miller passed away on Maft21, 1938 at the University of Pennsylvania Hosggit in Philadelphia
not long after transferring to the New Jersey Confeence. He was 61 years old at the time of his deatRev. Joseph E. Bren-
neman, a lifelong friend and counterpart in the minstry and one of three ministers who assisted at iwedding, also partici-
pated at Miller’s funeral service. Anna E. (Smith)Miller was living with her daughter, Doris (Miller ) Hall, in Moorestown,
New Jersey when she died on January 8, 1957. AnnatElla (Smith) Miller was 77. Dorsey and Anna are lried in the East
Harrisburg mausoleum.

The second wedding of a Methodist minister to atly from Millmont occurred July 24, 1902. It was @ that date that Rev.
Joseph Erwin Brenneman and Caroline Halfpenny Watso were united in marriage in the home located at 7Maple Street,
Millmont. That was home to Caroline and her parents Robert and Jane (Halfpenny) Watson.

Joseph Erwin Brenneman, born April 26, 1873 in Disburg, was one of seven children of Joseph Georgad Elizabeth
(Bender) Brenneman. He was a graduate of Millersvi¢ State Normal School (now Millersville University, and Lycoming
College. He first entered the pulpit in 1897 at Wadrville, in Lycoming County. He was transferred tothe Lincoln Chapel
Methodist Church in 1901. In all likelihood it wasfollowing his transfer that the 28-year old Methodst minister became ac-
guainted with one of his parishioners, Caroline Hapenny Watson. Rev. Brenneman and Caroline Watsoraeh had a role in
the large wedding ceremony of their friends, Rev. Brsey N. and Anna (Smith) Miller seven months priotto their own wed-
ding. However, the Brenneman/Watson wedding was asll private event with only a few family and friends present. Jo-
seph’s brother, Rev. Jeremiah B. Brenneman, then Blethodist minister at McVeytown, Mifflin County, Pennsylvania,
joined the happy couple in matrimony. A newspaper ecount of the July 24, 1902 wedding is as follows:

The bride was handsomely gowned in white organaiegantly trimmed, and carried white American hég roses. The groom
wore conventional black. Among the costly presewts a check amounting to $150.

The bride is one of Union County’s most beautifahd accomplished young ladies. Her amiability ifityly qualifies her for the
position she is to fill. The groom, a most successfnd rising young minister of the M. E. churchsiat present pastor of the
Laurelton charge.

After a delightful wedding dinner the happy cougpteparted on an extensive trip to Asbury Park aabtern cities. They will b
at home at Laurelton to their many friends after Aust 20, all of whom join in wishing them a long drhappy life.

Rev. Joseph E. Brenneman was subsequently transfed from Laurelton to East Waterford, Juniata County, Pennsylvania
sometime during 1903. He was ordained on March 29905. Rev. J. E. Brenneman served Methodist congyations through-
out Central Pennsylvania, including Altoona, Camp Hll, Duncannon, and Mechanicsburg. Closer to home iBnneman min-
istered at Methodist churches located in Northumbdand, Sunbury, and Mifflinburg. None of his assignnents lasted longer
than five years.

Rev. Joseph E. Brenneman retired from the ministy in 1945 while serving as pastor at WilliamsburgPennsylvania (near
Altoona) in Blair County. Following his retirement Joseph and Caroline returned to Union County wherehey took up resi-
dence at 627 Chestnut Street in Mifflinburg. The Benneman'’s only child was lost during infancy. RevBrenneman died July
27, 1951. Caroline (Watson) Brenneman died in 195Both are buried in the Woodlawn Cemetery in Mifflinburg.

The third Methodist minister who married a lady from Millmont was Rev. John Frederick Andreas. He wa born February
25, 1882 near Sugarloaf Township, Luzerne County,dhnsylvania, the eldest of 10 children of Urias Land Dartha (Pein)

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Andreas. Previous to his calling into the ministryhe was employed as a carpente
and also worked at the American Car and Foundry Corpany in Berwick. An-
dreas attended Dickinson Seminary (now Lycoming Ctdge) in Williamsport,
Pennsylvania. For several years he enrolled in théagical courses while continu-
ing his pastoral duties. His first assignment as psor was at the Lincoln Chapel
Methodist Church in 1908.

Esther Belle Showalter was born September 4, 188@ar State College, the
youngest of six children of John Wesley and Margate]. (Smith) Showalter. Her
parents returned to their Union County roots about1896 when they purchased a
farm north of Hartleton. In 1907 John Wesley Showakr retired from farming
and purchased the home located at 1460 Millmont Rakin the village of Mill-
mont. The Showalter’'s were affiliated with the Mettodist Church for many years,
and were members at Lincoln Chapel.

Valedictorian of her class, Esther graduated from_ewis Township High School
in 1906. She took an exam to become a teacher andsaassigned to the Penns
Creek School. That schoolhouse was located at th@érsection of Canada Drive
and Blyler Lane, south of Millmont. She taught schol there for three years prior
to her marriage to Andreas.

In 1908 Esther met the new pastor upon his arriviaat the Lincoln Chapel Meth-
odist Church. In a brief autobiography written years later Esther wrote -“I met
our new pastor J. Fred, and to my surprise he widhe see me”.They continued
courting until sometime during 1909 when Andreas watransferred to a Method-
ist church in Jonestown, Pennsylvania.

Distance and separation did not come between t@ppy couple. On April 6,
1910 Rev. John Frederick Andreas and Esther Bellen®walter were married in
the home of the bride’s parents.

Promptly at 8 o’clock Miss Nellie Smith, of Wastgton, D. C., took her place at the piano, and tetstrains of a very pretty
wedding march the bridal procession marched in atwbk their places beneath an arch of evergreens;atated with wedding
bells and white lilies.

After congratulations the boys of the communitgndered a few choice selections on instruments satéable. Following a
treat from the groom and a good look at the brigarty, the callithumpian band departed without afiyrther ceremony. Over
one hundred guests witnessed the ceremony.

The bride is a charming and refined young ladytivimusical attainments. She is greatly beloved byae circle of friends,
who esteem her for her womanly qualities. She hagib a teacher in the Lewis Township schools for thst three years, and
was held in the highest esteem by her scholars, enpreeminently fitted for the position she isdacupy as a minister’s wife.
The groom is a rising young minister of the Methadlifaith, and is now located on the Fishing Creekarge. A year ago he had
charge of the Laurelton circuit, and his parishioms held him in high esteem. Rev. and Mrs. Andreafl veside at Jonestown.

The bride was the recipient of many valuable amskful presents, consisting of silver, china, linemd other household necess
ties. The wedding was a very homelike and sociaffair, and the guests all went away with the gowdl of Mr. and Mrs.
Showalter, at whose home they had been so splegpdidtertained, and leaving their blessings upon tmppy young couple wh
start out in life’s journey under such pleasant cumstances.

BILL PROVIDES FOR
15 STATE PARKS

Two of the 15 Suggested Places for Parks afe
Located in Union County.

Harrisburg, Pa., May 28—The State Forest Commiseih has
taken action to establish about fifteen state parksor recreation
grounds, in different sections of Pennsylvania. Garnor Sproul
recently approved a law authorizing the Commissiono set aside
within the State Forest unusual or historical grove of trees espe
cially worthy of permanent preservation. The law piovides that
the parks are to be made accessible and convenidat public
use, and they are to be dedicated in perpetuity tihe people of
the State for their recreation and enjoyment.

Colonel Henry W. Shoemaker, a member of the Fore€om-
mission, has suggested a list of fifteen historicahd noteworthy
groves of big trees which he considers suitable f@arks, in vari-
ous parts of the State. The Forest Commission hagreed that an
advisory committee shall be appointed to act on thselection of
the proposed recreational areas, and other sites wih may be
considered later. At the suggestion of Gifford Pinleot, the State
Chief Forester, the members of the Commission widffer names
of persons who may be considered for the committee.

Some of the proposed public parks suggested by IGoel Shoe-
maker are: Forest Engineers Park, on Moore’s Run, Btter
County; Nine-mile Drive, on Prouty Run, Potter Courty; Mount
Rainsares, once the property of the Queen of Spaim Clinton
County; Alan Seeger Recreation Park, Huntingdon conty; New
Germantown Hemlocks, Perry County; Coxe’s Valley Ries and
Hemlocks, Mifflin County and McConnell Narrows Hemlocks, a
magnificent virgin forest in Union County, and Joy® Kilmer
Recreation Park, in Union County.
